The Dominikids, Haitikids and Kenyakids 
Sponsorship programs fund tuition for teacher 
salaries, as well as other necessities, to keep 
these schools open in impoverished areas for a 
cost of $12.50 per month ($150 per year).  The 
school sponsorship program in the Dominican 
Republic and Haiti supports schools while we 
do not yet have the infrastructure for a student 
sponsorship program.  

We are also asking sponsors to consider 
donating $10 toward vitamins for students and 
teachers in our schools and $10 for our 
administrative costs. If you choose to cover the 
administrative cost, your entire $150 donation 
goes to those in need.  

Our Advance Education program makes the 
dream of a High School and College 
education possible. Sponsors provide tuition 
assistance to college students who usually 
work and attend school part-time. These 
students strive for goals which are only 
achievable with the help of sponsors like you. 
All but $20 of your donation to ”Advance 
Education” students goes directly towards 
tuition.
